Bada-bing! 
Lakewood couple’s cherry creation takes off. 
 
Susan and Lamont Seckman’s cherry-inspired creation has come a long 
way from the basement of their Lakewood, Colorado home.  Bing began 
about 2 years ago, when the Seckmans began discussing their idea for a 

healthy energy drink with a recognizable flavor.  As a beverage consultant who worked with many 
distributors, Lamont Seckman was familiar with energy drinks already on the market.  Many of them 
relied on heavy doses of sugar to balance the bitter taste of caffeine and B vitamins, and appealed 
mostly to young males.  The Seckmans wanted to use natural juice to create a drink that was age- and 
gender-neutral. 
 
The couple researched ingredients, and found black bing cherry juice – with its natural sweetness and 
tart flavor – worked well with other energy drink ingredients.  Black bing cherries are also loaded with 
natural antioxidants and have anti-inflammatory effects.  In August 2006, the Seckmans brought Bing 

to the Market at Belmar in Lakewood, where people who wouldn’t ordinarily have energy drinks discovered they liked the 
taste and were buying cases of Bing by the end of the summer. 
 
Each serving of Bing has 40 calories and 10 grams of carbohydrates, and although it has about as much caffeine as a cup 
of coffee, there’s no sugar crash with Bing.  Want additional information… check out the website www.getbinged.com
